Enrollment in the
Criminal JusticeMinor has risen from 58 studemtsfall 2015 to 131 students in fall 2018.

This increase in enrollment indicates a high degree of student interest in the field. The creation
of a Criminology major will allow interested students to pursue a baccalaureate program in a
related field witlout leaving SDSU.
