NURS 814 Scholarly Writing for DNP Project is specifically offered for DNP students,
which again limits the course audience whereas the proposed new course would be open
to all graduate students. Writing DNP projects are evidence-based projects focused on
practice change and aimed at the healthcare industry. This writing is vastly different than
other forms of research.

NURS/HSC 762 Writing for Publication will focus on teaching graduate students about the
process of publishing scholarly work and guiding students through the manuscript
publication process. This course will help graduate students develop a manuscript, follow
the targeted journal’s author guidelines, practice peer review, practice submitting a
manuscript for publication in a peer reviewed journal, and respond to feedback from the
journal’s editor (if any). Case studies will be provided as examples. This course is helpful
for graduate students who plan to publish their literature review chapter or research project
results. The new course requested will cater to a large audience of master’s students and
doctoral students with a primary focus on manuscript preparation.

NURS/HSC 762 Writing for Publication (3 cr.) will help graduate students develop a
manuscript, follow the targeted journal’s author guidelines, practice peer review, and submit
manuscript for publication in a peer reviewed journal. This course is helpful for graduate
students who plan to publish their concept analysis paper, literature review chapter, and/or
research project results in a peer reviewed journal that fits with their project topic. Guide
graduate nursing students at PhD/DNP/ Master’s level to publish their scholarly work in at
least one manuscript. The emerging option for Ph.D. students to have three manuscript
publication triggered the creation of this course, and the College plans to offer it for all
graduate students (DNP, PhD, other master students who might be interested in this course).
