complex/upper-level theories to the class. In addition, they will produce writing assignments that
have higher expectations for incorporated research and development of complex ideas. This
involves the requirement of more sources for each writing assignment, the ability to discuss these
sources clearly in writing, and the ability to discuss their research with their fellow students.
Finally, they will produce a final essay closer in length to a seminar-length essay (18-20 pages), and
they will share the results of their work with the class. The final exam is the same for all students.
